asked for about him / his firm / company. The portal registration of the bidder is tobe authenticated by the state Procurement cell after verification through ontine
certificates / documents such as (i) PAN and (ii) Registration certificate (Rc) / GST
Registration certificate and GsrlN (for procurement of goods) of the concerned
bidder' The time period of validity in the portal is at par with validity of RC / GST
